1. CALL TO ORDER.  In Mr. Young’s absence, Dr. TenKate called the meeting to order at 5:57 PM and immediately called for an Executive Session.
2. EXECUTIVE SESSION 
In accordance with Public Officer’s Law Section 96, Subdivision 1, an Executive Session was called at 6:04 PM, to discuss the medical, financial, credit, or employment history of a particular person.  Moved by Mr. Lyman, seconded by Mr. Clark.  Final Vote:  Yes – 6, No – 0.

3. RECALL TO ORDER and PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE.  Dr. TenKate recalled the regular meeting to order at 7:00 PM and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
4. COMMUNICATIONS and RECOGNITION:

a. Kudos Korner:  
1) The Board recognized Smith Kindergarten teacher Judi Haskins for being selected to be a presenter at the National Kindergarten Teacher Conference this coming July.  Ms. Haskins explained that her topic would be “Save Your Cash, Use Your Trash,” about using everyday items in the classroom.
2) Dr. TenKate explained that the Kaufman Center conference rooms recently had a much needed make-over by some of our Maintenance staff.  To save on the cost, the new tables were made using counter tops taken out of buildings being renovated due to our Capital Project.  Pete Dippolito, Roberto Maniaci , Lenny White, and Neal Helms were thanked for their outstanding efforts, and presented with Certificates of Appreciation.

a. Director of Business Operations –
1) Mr. Martignetti updated the Board on the status of our appropriations and revenues, and reviewed an Expense/Revenue Analysis.  He reviewed the monthly claims report and the school lunch fund profit and loss statement.   He also distributed and reviewed the proposed BOCES Administrative Budget Summary, comparing 2010-11 with 2011-12, including the Cortland share of the expenses.
b. Assistant Superintendent for Pupil and Personnel Services.  Ms. Riley had no report for tonight.
c. Superintendent – 
1) Mr. Spring advised the Board of Capital Project Change Order PC-001 for $20,319.18.   He noted that the Board had authorized him to approve smaller changes (under $35,000), so that the work can continue on in a timely manner.  Before approval, he will analyze and discuss with Mr. Martignetti, the Architects, and Construction Managers.  After approval the change orders will be brought to the Board attention.  On larger amounts (over $35,500), the Board would study and evaluate and make a decision.
