A regular meeting of the Board of Education was held on Tuesday, April 12, 2011, at the Parker Elementary School, 89 Madison St., Cortland, N.Y.

1. CALL TO ORDER.  Mr. Young brought the meeting to order at 6:05 PM, and immediately called for a closed meeting with the School Attorney, John Lynch, for the purpose of legal opinions and legal advice.  Moved by Mr. Lyman, seconded by Ms. Van Donsel.  Final Vote:  Yes – 4, No – 0.
The closed meeting ended at 6:56 PM.  Moved by Mr. Lyman, seconded by Mr. Klinger.  Final Vote:  Yes – 5, No – 0.
2. EXECUTIVE SESSION:  None at this time
3. RECALL TO ORDER and PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE.  Mr. Young recalled the Regular Meeting to order at 7:02 PM and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
4. COMMUNICATIONS and RECOGNITION:

a. Kudos Korner -  
1) Jeremy Milligan, HS Social Studies, was recognized by the Board for organizing Japan Relief Efforts with his students.
b. Audience Participation – on items related to the Agenda (speakers are asked to limit their comments to two minutes).  There were no requests to address the Board.
c. Board Member Reports -
1) OCM BOCES Annual Meeting Comments.  Board members noted that it was an informative meeting, and that the food prepared by the BOCES food service students was enjoyed by all.
2) NYSSBA Board Achievement Award.  Mr. Young presented Vice President Dr. Ten Kate with a Level I certificate and pin from the New York State School Boards Association’s School Board U.
3) OCM BOCES Initial Budget Books for 2011-12 were distributed to the Board.  There was no further discussion at this time.   
5. PRESENTATIONS:  

a. Parker Elementary School Improvement Plan.  Presentations were made by Parker staff on their efforts towards their goals of improving attendance and literacy.
b. Capital Project Report.  Mr. Jim Mulherin, Bovis Lend Lease, and Mr. Mark Bouley, Tetra Tech Architects were present to update the Board on the progress of our Capital Project.
c. Budget Presentation.   Mr. Martignetti presented a proposed 2011-12 budget of $44,402,675, with a 7.9% tax levy increase.  He explained the budget challenges, the development starting with a rollover from the 2010-11 budget, the budget gap of $4,781,666, and the strategy for filling the gap.  He explained the current proposed reductions, showing that most of the reductions residents were concerned with at the April 5th meeting had been restored:  foreign language, music, dropout prevention specialist, school resource officer, professional development, art supplies, library books and transportation amounts.  He explained different tax levy scenarios and that a 7.9% increase would mean an additional $10.50 per month, or approximately $.30 per day, for a home assessed at $100,000.
