Board of Education Regular Meeting – Tuesday, June 22, 2010

A regular meeting of the Board of Education was held on Tuesday, June 22, 2010 at the Kaufman Center, 1 Valley View Drive, Cortland, NY.

1. CALL TO ORDER and PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  

a. Ms. Hoeschele called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.   

2. EXECUTIVE SESSION:  None at this time.
3. RECALL TO ORDER and PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE.  Not applicable.
4. COMMUNICATIONS and RECOGNITION:

a. Kudos Korner - There were no Kudos Korner recognitions for this meeting.
b. Audience Participation -
1) Ms. Lori Megivern, CUT President asked for a copy of the proposed changes to the Attendance policy being acted on tonight.  Mr. Spring advised a copy would be available after the meeting.
c. Board Member Reports - 
1) New School Board Member Academy.  Ms. Hoeschele advised anyone interested to contact Ms. Dorn.  Ms. Van Donsel advised that this was a helpful event.
2) Mr. Spring presented Board President Lisa Hoeschele with a plaque in recognition of her serving on the Board of Education, thanking her for her dedication and service to the children of our District and the Cortland community.  He noted that she had been with the Board through some difficult times and provided great leadership.
3) Retreat.  Mr. Spring distributed a copy of a blank calendar for July and August and asked Board members to fill in any dates that they definitely could not meet or that they would be available to meet and please return the form to him.
5. PRESENTATIONS:  

a. Professional Development School – Literacy Project.  Ms. Hoeschele introduced Ms. Phyllis Litzenberger, Literacy Specialist, who reviewed this year’s class of instructional staff who completed  Reading and Writing I and II.  The participants were given certificates by Mr. Spring from SUNY Cortland for this graduate work.  It was noted by Ms. Litzenberger, Mr. Spring and several class members attending the meeting that this type of Professional Development is proving to be very effective and powerful and is having great success with our students.    

b. Athletic Report – Mr. Jeff Johnson summarized the results of this year’s athletic team competitions and reviewed the highlights of their very successful year.  Noted was the number of teams who qualified as scholar athlete teams – 15 out of 22 teams.

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8. NEW BUSINESS:  

a. Adoption of Revisions to Attendance Policy.
RESOLVED, upon the recommendation of the Superintendent and the Board of Education Policy Committee, to adopt the revisions to Attendance Policy No. 7120 as presented.  Moved by Mr. Young, seconded by Dr. Ten Kate.  No further discussion.  Final Vote:  Yes – 7, No – 0. 
b. Tetra Tech Contract Amendment – Storm Water Monitoring & Inspection Services.
RESOLVED, upon the recommendation of the Superintendent to approve an amendment to the contract with Tetra Tech to provide storm water monitoring and inspection services to comply with New York State DEC requirements for a fee of $28,000 plus related expenses, as presented.  Moved by Mr. Clark, seconded by Mr. Young.  In discussion, Mr. Spring explained that this is a fairly routine service required to insure that as work is done on the Capital Project there is no harm done to the environment.  Final Vote:  Yes – 7, No – 0.
c. Adoption of 2010-11 Non-Resident Tuition Rates.
RESOLVED, upon the recommendation of the Superintendent, to approve the Non-Resident Tuition Rates of $1,900 for Grades K-6 and $2,100 for Grades 7-12, for 2010-11, as presented.  Moved by Mr. Young, seconded by Ms. Bordwell.  In discussion Mr. Spring explained that the State has a formula that they use in recommending tuition for non-resident students, and that our current recommendation is in the $4,000 range.  As we have been significantly below that range, a couple of years ago, it was decided that we would begin increasing our rate by approximately $500 each year so as not to have a dramatic increase.  Final Vote:  Yes – 7, No – 0.
d. Athletic Training Services Agreement.
RESOLVED, upon the recommendation of the Superintendent, to approve the appointment of and contract with Cayuga Medical Center of Ithaca for Athletic Training Services for the 2010-11 school year at a cost of $29,000, as presented.  Moved by Mr. Clark, seconded by Ms. Bordwell.  No further discussion.  Final Vote:  Yes – 7, No – 0.
e. Approval of Summer Food Service Program Agreement

RESOLVED, upon the recommendation of the Superintendent, to approve the Agreement to Furnish Food Service for the New York State Summer Food Service Program sponsored by Catholic Charities of Cortland, effective June 28, 2010, as presented. 11. LEADERSHIP REPORTS:

a. Director of Business Operations -
1) Financial Update.  Mr. Martignetti updated the Board on the status of appropriations and revenues as of May 31, 2010.  He also reviewed the monthly claims report.
b. Assistant Superintendent for Pupil and Personnel Services -  

1) Ms. Riley updated the Board on interviews taking place on positions that need to be filled:  school psychologist, speech therapists, and high school science teacher (biology).  Hopefully we will have recommendations at the next meeting.
c. Superintendent - 
1) Enrollment Update.  Mr. Spring noted that at this time of year, between now and September, enrollment can fluctuate quite a bit, and we will be watching it very closely this year.  Currently, we are up about 24 students compared to last year at this time.
2) Graduation Information.  Mr. Spring noted that at this year’s ceremony, there is a new service cord to recognize the large number of students who provide community service.  A large number of students have earned college credits through dual enrollment or success in AP courses, and two students have already earned their Associate’s Degree.  He distributed information about the graduation and seating locations.  Mr. Young recommended that all attend if possible to support our students.
12. AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION:  (Individuals are requested to keep their comments to two minutes per speaker).
1) Ms. Melissa Howard addressed the Board regarding a letter sent home from Barry Elementary about child care being offered before school by Cortland Child Development.  
(a) As this letter was not sanctioned by the District, Mr. Spring asked her to leave a copy with him so this matter could be looked into.
2) Ms. Lori Megivern addressed the Board:

(a) She advised that students tonight presented Habitat for Humanity with a check for $1500, earned by sleeping one night in a cardboard box.  
(b) She asked the Board to consider attending the annual retirement banquet.

(c) She requested that the Board include a small portion of their Retreat to talk to teacher leadership. 
(d) She requested receipt of the entire Board packet to look at before the Board meeting.

(e) She asked what is anticipated to be unexpended revenues that will turn into either reserved or unreserved funds at the end of the school year.  Mr. Martignetti replied that according to law it would be 4% of the budget.
