1. CALL TO ORDER and PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE.  Mr. Young called the meeting to order at 7:00 and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
2. EXECUTIVE SESSION.  There was no Executive Session at this time.

a. Kudos Korner:  
1) The Board recognized Hannah Zhang, 10th Grade, for her selection and recent attendance at the World Food Prize Global Youth Institute in Des Moines, Iowa.
b. Audience Participation – on items related to the Agenda (speakers are asked to limit their comments to two minutes).

1) Mr. Alan Jones, 42 Hickory Park Rd., addressed the Board with his concerns regarding the shortage of staff in the Guidance Dept.  He noted that he and other parents of seniors are not that familiar with the college application process.  There are early action deadlines right now and it is a struggle for some to get the paperwork out to meet these deadlines.  Also, he has not seen any communication to parents about test schedules this year.  Mr. Young thanked him and said they would get back to him regarding his concern.
