RESOLVED:  WHEREAS, it is provided that the Board of Education of Cortland Enlarged City School District shall designate by written resolution the banks or trust companies in which the collectors and treasurer shall deposit the monies coming into their hands by virtue of their office, NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the HSBC Bank USA, J.P. Morgan Chase Bank, Key Bank of Central New York, Manufacturers & Traders Trust Co. (M & T Bank), First Niagara Bank, Citizens Bank, and Alliance Bank of Cortland be and they are hereby designated as depositories in which the collector and treasurer shall deposit all monies coming into their hands by virtue of their office, and be it further RESOLVED, that the bank Alliance of Cortland be designated as the depository for extracurricular and School Store funds.  

Moved by Mr. Young, seconded by Mr. Natoli.  Under discussion, Ms. Van Donsel asked that we consider First National Bank of Dryden, a locally owned bank.  Mr. Martignetti will follow-up with a letter.

RESOLVED, upon the recommendation of the Superintendent, to approve the Lease and Service Agreements with Cortland County Community Action Program, Inc. to provide CAPCO Head Start the use of (1) classroom at Smith Elementary, (1) classroom at Parker Elementary and (1) classroom at Randall Elementary as presented.

3) Revenue Anticipation Note Resolution 
RESOLVED by the Board of Education of the Cortland Enlarged City School District, County of Cortland, New York as follows:

Section 1.  Pursuant to Sections 30 and 56 of the Local Finance Law, the power to authorize the issuance of and to sell revenue anticipation notes of the Cortland Enlarged City School District, Cortland County, New York, including renewals thereof is hereby delegated to the President of the Board of Education, the chief fiscal officer.  Such notes shall be of such terms, form and contents, and shall be sold in such manner as may be determined by said President of the Board of Education, pursuant to the Local Finance Law.

Section 2.  The authorization contained in this resolution shall be valid for a period of one year, expiring June 30, 2012.  This resolution shall take effect immediately.

Moved by Mr. Young, seconded by Ms. Griffin.  In discussion Mr. Spring explained that Revenue Anticipation Notes are typically used when districts are expecting state aid, but do not have all of the cash on hand that is needed for immediate purposes.  We do not anticipate needing it (and we did not need it last year); however, given the unsettled nature of the State Government we think it appropriate to have a mechanism in place that allows us to move quickly if the Governor withholds large amounts of State Aid next year.
