2) He also noted some good news for the District.  Dr. Pedro Noguera, a professor from NYU that we have been working with for a couple of years regarding equity of disadvantaged students, reached out to Cortland and asked us to cooperate with his group in pursuit an “i3” grant, partnering with Somerville, MA., Newark, Philadelphia, and Chicago.  Although in the early stages, this could be a tremendous help to us in garnering some increased attention and further opportunities for our students.
