Board of Education Regular Meeting – Tuesday, January 12, 2010
A regular meeting of the Board of Education was held on Tuesday, January 12, 2010 at the Kaufman Center, 1 Valley View Drive, Cortland, NY.

1. CALL TO ORDER.  Ms. Hoeschele called the meeting to order at 5:35 PM and immediately called for an Executive Session to discuss particular persons.  Moved by Mr. Clark, seconded by Dr. Ten Kate.  Final Vote:  Yes – 5, No – 0.
2. EXECUTIVE SESSION.  The Executive Session adjourned at 7:02 PM.  Moved by Mr. Clark, seconded by Mr. Young.  Final Vote:  Yes – 6, No – 0.
3. RECALL TO ORDER and PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE.  Ms. Hoeschele recalled the Regular Meeting to order at 7:03 PM, and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

b. Annual Youth Survey.  Ms. Riley, Mr. Greg Santoro, and Ms. Jill Pace shared results from this year’s Youth Survey Report regarding the use of tobacco, alcohol and other drugs.  The survey is given annually in all 5 county schools to grades 6, 8, 10 and 12.  It was explained that the information received drives our annual review of prevention and intervention initiatives and raises our awareness of issues facing our students.
