1) Mr. Spring advised that the Governor had released the State aid withheld in December, but may withhold aid payments again in March.  He also noted that the Governor is claiming $1.5 million in federal stimulus money Cortland was to receive.  With the Governor’s projection of a 5% reduction statewide, we will be struggling with spending reserve funds too fast, increasing our tax levy too much, and cutting more from the budget than we think is educationally sound for the kids.
